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QUEENSLAND HISTORY FAIR
CHANGE OF VENUE
FOR LOCAL & FAMILY HISTORY FAIR

History Queensland Inc will this year be holding the
Local and Family History Fair at the Donald Simpson
Over 50 Leisure Centre in the Brisbane suburb of
Cleveland. Stall bookings are being received, and His-
tory Queensland Inc believes this fair will be bigger
and better than ever.

The new venue will mean stalls, seminars, and food,
will be under one roof. At the last fair, rain the evening
before caused inconvenience for stallholders and visi-
tors moving between buildings. We were grateful that
the rain stayed away during the fair. Also, parking
won’t be a problem at this venue with plenty of off
street parking.

As well as over 50 stalls featuring local and family his-
tory, and help desks, there will be the five seminars,
commencing at 9.30 am, and running throughout the
day. Each seminar will last for 50 minutes. These semi-
nars will cover diverse topics which should mean
something of interest for everyone.

The seminars will be free of charge. There will be one
entrance fee of $10.00 or visit our website
www.historyqueensland.org.au to download a discount
entry voucher which will admit one person for $8.00.
The discount voucher will need to be presented at the
door.
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Leyburn and District Historical Society was formed in 1987, around the time of the local school’s 125™ anniver-
sary celebrations. The compilers of the excellent record of the history of the school and township, produced at that
time, are still enthusiastic members of the society.

The group meets four times a year in the school, or, for the AGM, in the CWA hall. The Society sees its main role
as collecting and maintaining written and oral information about the history of the area of Leyburn, Karara and
Thane. We have a quite comprehensive collection of local history books, newspaper articles and photos, as well as
records of field trips to places of historic interest around the area.

Projects in the last couple of years have included the erection of a plaque to mark the grave, in the Durikai Forest,
of an old goldminer who died there in about 1902 and was buried under a tree which has since fallen down. Re-
cently we unveiled a board at the Leyburn Cemetery, listing the known names of those buried there and in some
property graves, from the first burial to the most recent in 2009. Many graves are unmarked because fire de-
stroyed wooden grave “stones” many years ago. (I am attaching a photo taken on this day.) Our current project is
to erect a similar board in the local park. This will display a map of significant sites in the township numbered to
provide a tour of the town. Leaflets containing more detailed information about some of the buildings are already
available at the shop and the post office.

Though now something of a haven for “tree-changers”, Leyburn was originally a staging post for travellers to
Goondiwindi, from the late 1840s to the 1860s. Since then, the town has witnessed the excitement of a goldrush,
and played an important role in the years of the wool boom. Billed as a “Town of Living History”, Leyburn is
proud of its Royal Hotel which boasts the oldest continuous licence in its original premises in Queensland. Oppo-
site the hotel stands “Granall”, built in 1858 as a coffee house, and still occupied as a private residence. “Brick
Villa”, built as a magistrate’s residence, is now a thriving B&B. History in the town is definitely alive and well.

In HQ Inc newsletter Vol 1 No 48, October 2007, we addressed the issue of
privacy and identity theft.

October 2009 saw the report titled Australian Government First Stage Re-
sponse to the Australian Law Reform Commission Report 108 presented by
the Cabinet Secretary and Special Minister of State, Senator the Hon Joe
Ludwig.

Excerpts pertinent to us as local and family historians, are included here:

I am pleased to announce the Australian Government’s first stage of re-
forms to enhance the protection of personal privacy, responding to the Aus-
tralian Law Reform Commission’s inquiry into the effectiveness of the
Privacy Act 1988.

The Australian Government is responding to these challenges by embark-
ing on the most significant reforms of privacy law since the Privacy Act’s
inception.

These reforms respond to 197 of the Australian Law Reform Commission’s
295 recommendations for improving privacy protection, which were made
in its report: For Your Information: Australian Privacy Law and Practice.
When the report was released in August 2008, the Australian Government
committed to responding in two stages.

8. Privacy of Deceased Individuals

Recommendation 8-1 The Privacy Act should be amended to include
provisions dealing with the personal information of individuals who have
been dead for 30 years or less where the information is held by an organi-
sation.

Response: NOT ACCEPT

The Privacy Act will continue to apply to living persons only (with the
exception of Part VIA on declared emergencies). Existing sectoral laws
and professional duties will continue to apply to personal information
about deceased persons. This includes obligations of confidentiality, testa-
mentary and estates law, records retention regulations and other relevant
Commonwealth, state and territory laws.

The Freedom of Information Act 1982 and the Archives Act 1983 will con-
tinue to apply to information about deceased persons that is held by Austra-
lian Government agencies.

Editor’s Comments:
At this stage common sense has pevailed.
