Here are some 

of their projects. 

The Innisfail and District 

Historical Society was 

established to research, 

preserve and display the history of the Johnstone 

Shire, to ensure that the heritage of the area is not lost. 

The Innisfail Museum is housed in the old School of 

Arts building at 9-13 Edith Street. The collection relates 

to local history and contains items from all facets of life 

from the early settlement of Geraldton (name later 

changed to Innisfail after confusion with Geraldton in 

Western Australia). 

Items include personal possessions; rural, recreational, 

medical, biological, Aboriginal and Chinese artefacts; 

and several early photographs showing cyclone and 

flood damage, local industries and life in a tropical 

town. 

One of their current projects is to restore the oldest 

tombstone in the Innisfail Cemetery. 

The oldest headstone in Innisfail Cemetery:  
Gladys Couchman b 31.10.1889 - d 04.10.1891. 

IDHS seek support from local volunteers and 
tradespeople to restore this site.

Biggenden Wall of Fame & Pioneer Walk 

Round 1 of the Biggenden Wall of Fame and Pioneer 

Walk was completed and opened in 2020. Each person 

contributed photographs of their family who settled in 

the district from the 1800s to early 1900s. Photographs 

illustrated wedding days, family, homes, farm life and 

work. A short biography of the family was also included, 

giving a snapshot of life in those early days. Seventy-

two pioneers were displayed in Round 1. 

Instead of having only their headstones in the local 

cemetery, the Biggenden Wall of Fame and Pioneer 

Walk brings the pioneers to life, with their photographs 

and stories clearly displayed in the shade of Beier's 

park. 

After lots of delays, the Biggenden Wall of Fame Round 

2 has finally reached the construction stage. Thirty-two 
more pioneers will be remembered with photographs 

and stories, bringing the total number to one hundred 

and four early families who settled the Biggenden 

district. 

Families also contributed financially so there were 

sufficient funds without having to apply for a grant. 

It is hoped that an Opening of Round 2 Biggenden Wall 

of Fame will be held in late May or early June. 

North Burnett Regional Council is to be thanked for 

allowing four more signs to be included in Beier's Park.
